PROGRAM

Today’s program was presented by our own Lori’s mother, Robyn Breckenridge, recently retired from the State of California, Department of Agriculture, after 30 years of service.  Her fist statement was that weeds do not need water, fertilizer, or tilling of the soil.  Maybe that is why they are called “weeds”.  Weeds can be controlled by chemical means, as well as “organic” means, such as using insects and/or grazing.  Star Thistle now occupies 10 million acres.  One of the reasons for this infestation is that the Bee Keeping Lobbyist fights to keep the plants… the only thing I can say is that Star Thistle must make damn good honey, at the cost of ???!  Robyn mentioned that there are three kinds of weeds; Annuals, Perennials, and Biennials.  For Western Yolo County, the “7 Deadly Sins” are:  1) Stink Wart, 2) Puncture Vine, 3) Fluvellin, 4) Purple Star Thistle, 5) Barb Goat Grass, 6) Perennial Peppercress, and 7) Woolly Distaff Thistle.  One of the problems with spraying weeds is that many of them have tiny hairs, protecting the weed, itself.  So, one need’s to choose a “sticky” substance, where the herbicide will adhere to the plant.  Robyn recommends “Milestone” or “Hasin Oil”.  These sticky substances, along with using an Air Infusion Nozzle should do the trick.  And heaven knows that those of us that live in the country need all the “weed control” help we can get.  That is for all, with the exception of Lynn and Larry, where a weed wouldn’t dare grow.  Thank you Robyn for such an informative program.
